Bishop Ryan Presents

Awards To Graduates-

At the annual graduation ex-
ercises of St. Joseph's Hospital
School of Nursing, yesterday
afternoon, in the auditorium of
the Cathedral of Christ the
King, 64 nurses were presented
with their certificates by the
Most Rev. Joseph F. Ryan,
Bishop of Hamilton, Gradua-
tion pins were pinned on by
Sister Bonaventure, director of
the School of Nursing.

Dr. W. P. Downes, chief of
the medical staff at the hospital,
was chairman for the occasion,
and extended a welcome on be-
half of Sister Geraldine, Mother
Superior of the hospital, who,
he said, was unable to be pres-
ent as is customary, because she
is convalescing from illness. He
congratulated the graduates and
their parents, and complimented
the director and staff of the
School of Nursing. He empha-
sized that the graduates are not
only nurses, they are well-
educated” young women, with a
training equivalent to that of
college or university, and ex-
pressed pleasure that about ten
of them are taking post-gradu-
ate work.

Great Record

Interesting facts about the
work done at St. Joseph's in the
last year were given by the
chief of staff. The 550-bed hos-
pital required 750 people lo
look after it§ patients — of
which, in 1953, there were
20.000 bed (indoor) patients,
and 34,000 in the outdoor de-
partment. He added that an-
other new wing is badly needed
to keep up with the demand for
service. s

Bishop Ryan in a brief speech,
referred to the contribution be-

ing made by St. Joseph’s Hos-—

pital to the public welfare and
the City of Hamilton. In con-
gratulating the class and the
Sisters of St. Joseph, he spoke
of the part of the parents also
in making sacrifice and giving
guidance to their daughters, so
that they ‘were ‘“now here on
the stage" ready to help people
meet some of their problems
and to help in the world. Some
might even be like the heroic
nurse in the Indo - Chinese
siege, whosg courageous action
had drawn®the admiration of
the world, he said.
Mayor Jackson

Mayor Lloyd D. Jackson ex-

tended civic greetings, empha-

sizing the nurse’s need for
dedication and her oepportunity
for service. Dr. Thomas
Tweedie, spoke on behalf of the
Academy of Medicine of which
he is president. He told the
nurses they had had an excel-
lent training, but urged that
they keep on training in order
to give the best of professional
service. He said also that he
regretted a certain “fragmenta-
tion” of attention to patients,
now evident in hospitals,
through a system in which one
nurse is assigned a single small
unit of service for all the pa-
tients in the ward. so that sev-
eral nurses are coming and go-
ing in giving care to each single
patient, but the patient him-
self has a feeling that he
really has no nurse definitely
caring for him. He said that pa-
tients had expressed this feel-
ing to him.
Visiting Bishop
Mr. D. C. Gaskin, member of
the hospital advisory board.
spoke on the excellence of
nursing as a profession. Miss
Audrey Kempa. of Brantford,
one of the class, gave the vale-
dictory. The Most Rev. C. L.
Nelligan, titular Bishop of Fen-
ice, who gave the address to
the graduates, was introduced
by Bishop Ryan. Mrs. Gordon L.
Burjaw played organ music, as
the large number of parents and
friends gathered, and accomp-
animents during tbe impressive
formal entrance of the class and
the program. The Rev. J. A.
O’Brien gave the opening pray-
er.
